Points to Ponder

How Grace is Communicated i n

Crucial to our understanding of the Lord's Supper is the question
of “how it works.” The answer is inevitably linked to our view of the
Lord's presence in the Supper. In general, we may understand that the
memorialist view sees no grace conferred, properly speaking, while the
view of Christ's physical presence considers that the physical eating of
the elements confers grace. The Reformed doctrine sees the grace
conferred by the ministry of the Holy Spirit as Christ is received by
faith.

According to Roman Catholics, the benefits of the Lord's Supper
are received €X opere opetiatois, “by the doing it is done.” This is
because the grace is contained in the elements themselves, the priest
having caused the change of its substance into divine matter. Rome
allows that mortal sins may frustrate the sacrament's working of grace,
but generally understands that everyone who partakes, regardless of
their faith or unbelief, piety or irreligion, automatically receives
sacramental grace, including the remission of sins. While Lutherans
hold to the necessity of faith, they, too, teach that the sacrament's
virtue is inherent in the elements themselves.

In contrast, and in keeping with its teaching of Christ's spiritual
presence, Reformed theology understands that through the Lord's
Supper the Holy Spirit confers the benefits of Christ's atonement to
the believing recipient. The emphasis is not on the corporeal body of
Christ but on the bread and the cup signifying his death on our behalf.
This is consistent with Christ's own institution, which spoke of his
body not merely as such, but as it was given on the cross, and of his
blood not as such but as “poured out for you” (Luke 22:20). What the
believer feeds upon, then, is not Christ’s body as such but the
redemptive benefits he offers through his saving death. The Lord’s
Supper sets before us Christ crucified, who in the sacrament conveys
to our faith all the blessings contained in the giving of his life for those
who believe.
