Points to Ponder

The Lamb of God

Of New Testament authors, John makes the most use of the concept of
Jesus Christ as the Lamb of God. The Old Testament picture of the lamb
and its shed blood introduces Jesus to the public at his baptism (John 1:29,
36). John emphasizes the bl ood
19:34). In 1 John 1:7-9, the blood of Jesus cleanses the sins of those who
confess. Together with the water and the Spirit, the blood testifies that Jesus
i's Gododos S99 Andin Reveldtionht is thespictde of the Lamb
who was slain that is used to introduce the Lord Christ at his presentation to
God on his heavenly throne (Revelation 5:6, 9, 12-13), and it is by the blood
of the Lamb that the saints of God also stand before his heavenly Father
(Revelation 7:13-17).

While the Christology of Revelation deals primarily with the exaltatior
Christ and his glorious reign, the foundation for this exalted Christology is

the Lamb of God, who suffered and died anByrtisesaffaimg, death, and
victory he merited the eternal glory of his Father, the glory he now shares
with his people. Throughout Revelation the exalted Christ is the focus of the
prophetic message. But also throughout the message of Revelation there is a
constant reminder that Jesus Christ is the exalted Son of Man and Lord of

lords and King of kings because he was and is the Lamb of God, who was

for the sins of Godds peopl e.

The entire universe is governed by the throne, that is, by the God
through the Lamb. When the Lamb ascended to heaven, He sat down at the
right hand of God, o6far above
dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this world, but also in
that which is to come: and he (God the Father) put all things in subjection
under his (Christds) feet, and

23). All things ultimately must glorify God: His will is carried out in the
universe. The throne rules. The Lamb reigns. As a result, believers need not
fear in times of tribulation, persecution, and anguish.
