Current Sermon Series:  The Book of  James 
 
 Today Pastor Millward began a new sermon series in the book of James. This 
epistle, written by Jesusõ half-brother, is a treasure house of theological truth and 
practical teaching. Hereõs a brief overview of the sermon titles and texts for the 
series. 

 
1. Perseverance Under Trial (James 1:1-18)

Trials and Temptations 

 The difficulties Christians encounter in the world are discussed in three 
places in James (1:2ð4, 12ð15; 5:7ð11). These adversities are described in turn as 
trials, temptations, and sufferings in the three passages. The descriptions are 
significant for understanding different facets of the Christianõs experience of trials. 
The common element in all three passages is the call to endure such difficulties in a 
faithful way. 
 In the first passage (1:2ð4), James called his readers to be joyful in the midst 
of trials. The reason Christians can be joyful despite difficulties is that God uses 
such adversities in a positive way in their spiritual development: òbecause you know 
that the testing of your faith develops perseveranceó (v. 3). Perseverance or 
endurance in turn leads to full-orbed Christian character: òthat you may be mature 
and complete, not lacking anythingó (v. 4). This positive result helps to shed light on 
the sense of the word translated òtrialó or òtemptationó in James. . . . Jamesõs 
teaching then is that the adversities Christians face in this sinful world are 
paradoxically to be welcomed. This is true not because suffering is good in itself, but 
because God uses it to test and deepen the character of His people as they learn to 
depend on Him in greater ways. When believers respond to such trials with joy, 
faith, and endurance, their Christian experience is no longer just intellectual or 
theoretical. They develop proven faith (v. 3), full and complete character (v. 4), and 
the kind of practical obedience James called for throughout his epistle. The corollary 
to this is that a faith that is not tested by adversity will always remain shallow and 
incomplete. A fully developed Christian experience includes living by the Word as 
well as hearing it (1:22ð27), doing as well as believing (2:14ð20), obeying what is 
right as well as knowing what is right (4:17), even when pressed by adversity.
