Points to Ponder 
 

The Suffering Servant 

The figure of the suffering servant of Isaiah 42, 49, 50, and 52ð53 offers 
the ultimate depiction of self-sacrificing love. Jesus consciously chose the 
pattern of the servantõs being òhanded overó and being killedñand then 
risingñas the framework for understanding his own suffering and death 
(Matt. 16:21; 17:22; 20:17ð19). In the fourth Servant Song (Is. 52:13ð53:12) 
the servantõs substitionary suffering stands at the center of his activity even 
though there is reference to what would occur in Christõs resurrection: the 
servant was to òsee his offspringó and òprolong his daysó (53:10). But the 
servantñdespised and rejected, a man of sorrows and acquainted with grief, 
despised, stricken, smitten by God, and afflictedñwas above all wounded for 
our transgressions and bruised for our iniquities. Upon him was the 
chastisement that made us whole, and with his stripes we are healed. The 
Lord laid upon him the iniquity of us all. He bore the sin of many and made 
intercessions for the transgressors. How and why the servant bore the sins of 
others is not explained; the fact that he interceded for transgressors with his 
body is absolutely clear. 

Reflecting this prophetic pattern for dealing with the sins of others, Jesus 
emptied himself, took the form of a servant, and humbled himself, to the 
point of obediently going to the cross (Phil. 2:6ð8). He came to serve and to 
be a ransom given in place of those sinners (Mark 10:45). He challenged 
death as he died in place of those who were still hostile to him (Rom. 5:6ð8). 
Twice in his epistles, Paul may have referred to Is. 53:10, òhe makes himself 
an offering for sinó (RSV). Rom. 8:3 may be translated òsending his own Son 
in the likeness of sinful flesh and as an offering for sin, he condemned sin in 
the flesh, in order that the just requirement of the Law might be fulfilled in 
us, who walk not according to the flesh but according to the Spirit.ó 2 Cor. 
5:21 may be translated, òFor our sake God made Christ to be an offering for 
sin, though he knew no sin, so that in him we might become the 
righteousness of God.ó In any case, Jesus Christ came to take human 
sinfulness upon himself and to destroy it as he carried it in the place of 
sinners and on their behalf.
