Points to Ponder

Faith and Works

Deeds of kindness to others are more than simply commanded by God.
James is not yet through with this issue. Now he asserts that so-called
Christians who don't show kindness to the poor are showing that they lack
any real faith at all. If a poor brother has needs and we don't help him, our
faith is dead (vv. 15-16).

But is James really saying here that it takes more than just faith alone to
save someone? Don't we Protestants firmly maintain that salvation is by faith
and nothing else? This statement of James is another that has been taken out
of context to teach error. At the time of the Reformation, the Roman
Catholic theologians leaned heavily on the second chapter of James to
maintain that justification requires both faith and works. The Reformers
countered that justification is a free gift we receive by faith alone, as is made
very clear in Paul's letters to the Romans and the Galatians. At first glance,
however, James indeed seems to contradict the Protestant and Pauline
teaching.

There is no conflict. Paul teaches that salvation is by faith alone, and
James teaches us that there is a true faith that is saving and a false faith that is
deception. How do we know which is genuine? True faith shows itself in
good deeds.

Thus, said the Reformers, we are justified by faith alone, but justifying
faith is never found alone. True faith is always accompanied by non-saving
but absolutely necessary works. True faith brings forth good works. If there
are no good works, there is no true faith. Luther and Calvin taught that we
are not justified by professing faith but by possessing faith. A professed faith
characterized by unrighteousness is counterfeit faith.

Faith is not mere assent. James notes that demons have good theology:
They know that God is One. They tremble before God. But rather than
delight in this knowledge, demons respond with hatred (v. 19). The
Reformers said that true faith involves knowledge, assent, and trust or
commitment.
