Points to Ponder 
 

The Sealing by the Holy Spirit and What He Accomplishes Thereby 
 

(1) The Holy Spirit Himself is the seal and earnest of the promised inheritance. òIn 
Himéhaving also believed, you were sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise, who is 
given as a pledge of our inheritanceó (Eph. 1:13-14). 

(2) The Holy Spirit impresses the image of God upon the children of God. They 
are the express image of Christ. òWe will also bear the image of the heavenlyó (1 Cor. 
15:49); òI am again in labor until Christ is formed in youó (Gal. 4:19). The Holy Spirit 
accomplishes this by regenerating and sanctifying them. òBut we all...are being 
transformed into the same image from glory to glory, just as from the Lord, the 
Spiritó (2 Cor. 3:18). 

(3) Others recognize believers by means of this seal, and God knows them to be 
His property. òNevertheless, the firm foundation of God stands, having this seal, òThe 
Lord knows those who are His,ó and, òEveryone who names the name of the Lord is 
to abstain from wickednessó (2 Tim. 2:19). Hereby the unconverted recognize the 
regenerate, perceiving that there is a different Spirit and a different life in them. òé
theyébegan to recognize them as having been with Jesusó (Acts 4:13); òThen their 
offspring will be known among the nationséAll who see them will recognize them 
because they are the offspring whom the Lord has blessedó (Isa. 61:9). Believers know 
by this seal that they are children and heirs of God. òBy this we know that we abide in 
Him and He in us, because He has given us of His Spiritó (1 John 4:13). 

(4) Believers, by means of this seal, are hidden from the eyes of the world. The 
world indeed perceives that there is a different Spirit and life in believers, but is not 
acquainted with the glory and felicity of their state. òSee how great a love the Father 
has bestowed on us, that we would be called children of God; and such we are. òFor 
this reason the world does not know us, because it did not know Himó (1 John 3:1); 
òFor you have died and your life is hidden with Christ in God. When Christ, who is 
our life, is revealed, then you also will be revealed with Him in gloryó (Col. 3:3-4). 

(5) By means of this seal believers are preserved free of blemish. In reference to 
this they are called a fountain sealed (Song of Sol. 4:12). Revelation 7:3 also refers to 
this:  òsaying, òDo not harm the earthéuntil we have sealed the bond-servants of our 
God on their foreheads.ó 

(6) By the seal of the Holy Spirit God's children are assured of being partakers of 
the covenant of grace and all its promises. òNow we have received, not the spirit of the 
world, but the Spirit who is from God, so that we may know the things freely given to 
us by Godó (1 Cor. 2:12). The Holy Spirit reveals to them the graces which have been 
laid within them. He directs them to texts which promise salvation to those who are in 
such a condition. He enables them to fully understand these texts and by them draw a 
conclusion about their state of grace. Their sanctified judgment convinces them of this, 
and the Holy Spirit joins with this by His immediate operation upon their heart. He 
thereby witnesses in harmony with what their spirit judges and witnesses of itself, 
confirming that their judgment concerning themselves is right. Therefore, by way of 
the witness of their own judgment, He makes it clear to them and immediately makes 
the assurance lively within them that they are partakers of the promises. òThe Spirit 
himself testifies with our spirit that we are children of Godó (Rom. 8:16).
