Points to Ponder 
 

Christ Our Priest 
 

After describing the concept of the priest, the writer to the Hebrews then 
says, òSo Christ also glorified not himself to be made a high priest, but he that 
spake unto him, ôThou art my Son, This day have I begotten thee:õ as he saith 
also in another place, ôThou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchizedek.õó 
Here we see the clear assertion that Christ was chosen by God and appointed to 
the office by him. The first quotation from the Old Testament is that of the 
second Psalm in which the anointing of the Son is set forth, while the second 
reference is to Psalm 110, where the specific office to which he was anointed is 
designated as the priestly office. 

It is of interest to note the reference to the appointment to the priesthood 
after the order of Melchizedek instead of the order of Aaron. It should be 
observed that both orders were true priestly orders. Both were types of the 
priesthood of Christ. The Aaronic, however, was of a lower order than that of 
Melchizedek. Hebrews 7 indicates something of the difference between the two. 
The first thing to be noted is the fact that Melchizedek was more than just a 
priest. He was a king, the King of Salem, and his name meant òking of 
righteousness.ó In other words, Melchizedek represented a royal priesthood, 
whereas Aaron was of the tribe of Levi, and forbidden to exercise royal 
functions. The Aaronic priesthood was a foreshadowing of one aspect of 
Christõs office, but the royal priesthood of Melchizedek was a much fuller type, 
including two offices. Further, as indicated in Hebrews 7:3, 7ð10, the Aaronic 
priesthood depended on the descent from Levi and Aaron, whereas it was 
simply said that Melchizedek was a priest of God Most High, without any 
reference to genealogy to prove it. This is not to say that Melchizedek was more 
than a human being, but it does suggest that his priestly office was of such a 
nature that it was not passed on by genealogy. In other words, his priesthood 
was such because of his unique consecration to Godõs service, without reference 
to family. So also with the Christ. His priesthood was by the special appointment 
of God to the office. It was a unique appointment. The appointment of the 
Aaronic priesthood had been a true appointment under the law, but it was of 
temporal character. This was witnessed by the very fact that it had to be passed 
from man to man in the family of Levi (Heb. 7:23). On the other hand, the 
priesthood of Christ after the order of Melchizedek was made with an oath, and 
not according to the law, which made nothing perfect (Heb. 7:17ð20, 28). 
Further, the Aaronic priesthood was marked by having sinful men who needed 
personal cleansing from sin before they could perform their office, whereas 
Christ was not so limited by a sinful nature.
