Sermon Text Reading 
 

Genesis 46:1-7 
1  So Israel set out with all that he had, and came to Beersheba, and offered 

sacrifices to the God of his father Isaac. 
2  God spoke to Israel in visions of the night and said, òJacob, Jacob.ó And 
he said, òHere I am.ó 

3  He said, òI am God, the God of your father; do not be afraid to go down 
to Egypt, for I will make you a great nation there. 

4  òI will go down with you to Egypt, and I will also surely bring you up 
again; and Joseph will close your eyes.ó 

5  Then Jacob arose from Beersheba; and the sons of Israel carried their 
father Jacob and their little ones and their wives in the wagons which 
Pharaoh had sent to carry him. 

6  They took their livestock and their property, which they had acquired in 
the land of Canaan, and came to Egypt, Jacob and all his descendants with 
him: 

7  his sons and his grandsons with him, his daughters and his 
granddaughters, and all his descendants he brought with him to Egypt. 
 

Genesis 46:26-27 
26 All the persons belonging to Jacob, who came to Egypt, his direct 
descendants, not including the wives of Jacobõs sons, were sixty-six 
persons in all, 

27 and the sons of Joseph, who were born to him in Egypt were two; all the 
persons of the house of Jacob, who came to Egypt, were seventy. 
 

Genesis 47:11-12 
11 So Joseph settled his father and his brothers and gave them a possession 

in the land of Egypt, in the best of the land, in the land of Rameses, as 
Pharaoh had ordered. 

12 Joseph provided his father and his brothers and all his fatherõs household 
with food, according to their little ones. 
 

Genesis 47:27-28 
27 Now Israel lived in the land of Egypt, in Goshen, and they acquired 

property in it and were fruitful and became very numerous. 
28 Jacob lived in the land of Egypt seventeen years; so the length of Jacobõs 

life was one hundred and forty-seven years.
