Points to Ponder 
 

The Distinction Between Justification and Sanctification 

Justification and sanctification always coexist in a believer; where the one 
is, the other will also be present. One should entertain no notions about 
justification if he does not at the same time possess the principle of 
sanctification. Neither ought he to have any notions that he is a partaker of 
true sanctification if he is not justified and if he does not earnestly seek this 
by faith in Christ. They are therefore conjoined: òChrist Jesus, who of God is 
made unto us wisdom, and righteousness, and sanctificationó (1 Cor. 1:30); 
ò...but ye are washed, but ye are sanctified, but ye are justifiedó (1 Cor. 6:11). 

Nevertheless, these two matters are in essence entirely different. First, 
justification is executed by God as righteous Judge; sanctification is executed 
by God the Holy Spirit as reðcreator. Secondly, justification is executed by 
God toward man as the object; sanctification transpires within man as being 
the subject. Thirdly, justification removes guilt and punishment, and 
establishes man in a state of felicity; sanctification removes pollution and 
restores the image of God. Fourthly, justification is executed perfectly each 
time; sanctification always remains imperfect as long as man is upon earth. 
Fifthly, in natural order justification comes first, and sanctification follows as 
proceeding from justification.
