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Points to Ponder
The Functions of Faith

Fire does two things: it consumes fuel, and it produces heat and light. So faith
has a double function. In the first place, it clings to the promise of God, and
apprehends and appropriates to itself what this promise offers—namely, the
grace of God and the merits of Christ. Thus it justifies a believer before God.
This is the justifying and saving power of faith. “Therefore we conclude that a
man is justified by faith without the deeds of the Law” (Rom. 3:28).

In the second place, faith produces something; it renews the sinner. “The life
which I now live in the flesh, I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me
and gave Himself for me” (Gal. 2:20). “Faith worketh by love” (Gal. 5:6). This is
the sanctifying power of faith.

The functional difference between these two powers is that faith on the one
hand apprehends the merits of Christ and thus justifies, and that it on the other
hand produces a holy life and good works and thus sanctifies.

Neither of these functions can be separated from faith. True faith always
trusts in the merits of Christ, and, therefore, always justifies. But this same faith
also sanctifies the sinner in his life; it always brings forth the fruit of good works.
If it fails to do so, it is dead and is not a faith of the heart, but mere intellectual
knowledge and assent (James 2:17. 18). Being dead, it does not trust in the saving
merits of Christ, and does not justify and save a person.

However, faith does not justify us before God because it sanctifies us in our
lives before men; it does not save us because it produces good works. Faith does
not trust in its own fruits, but in the saving merits of Christ. “By grace are ye
saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God: not of works,
lest any man should boast” (Eph. 2:8. 9). It is rather the other way around: faith
sanctifies us in our lives because it first justifies us before God. The appreciation
of the blessings received by and through faith prompts us to consecrate our lives
to God, our Savior; because of the mercies received, we present our bodies a
living sacrifice to God (Rom. 12:2).
